#3-Way COIL Project
This was the first three-way COIL (Collaborative Online International Learning) project involving
four professors and 33 students from three institutions in the United States, Mexico, and Vietnam:

e University at Albany, USA — 1 professor, 12 students

e Autonomous University of Tamaulipas, Mexico — 2 professors, 9 students

e Phenikaa University, Vietnam — 1 professor, 12 students
The COIL project was part of two joint courses: “Occupational Health” and “The Firm and
Environmental Social Responsibility.” The collaboration lasted three months and included
orientation sessions, icebreakers, group Zoom meetings, and ongoing group work under faculty
mentorship.
Students were divided into four international groups (US-Mexico-Vietnam) with 89 members per
group. Under instructor guidance, students collaboratively 1) Developed questionnaires on
occupational health, public health, and environmental social responsibility; 2) Conducted surveys
(online or face-to-face); 3) Analyzed data; and 4) Created and presented posters summarizing their
findings
Most collaboration took place outside class hours, with each group coordinating across time zones
using their preferred platforms (Zoom, MS Teams, Google Meet, WhatsApp, Facebook, Instagram,
etc.). Professors provided mentoring and helped students refine their questionnaires, identify target
respondents, guide data analysis, summarize results, and design posters.
A Padlet space was also used to facilitate informal exchanges, helping students share reflections,
cultural insights, and personal experiences, promoting cross-cultural understanding and connection.
A post-course evaluation was conducted, and E-Certificates of Participation will be issued to all

students.
